Mary Frances Callan graduated with a B.A. in History from Santa Clara University in 1965, received a degree in Secondary Education in 1966, and demonstrated her early commitment to education through teaching and counseling in Louisiana, Korea and Southern California before pursuing graduate work in education and administration; and

WHEREAS,
Mary Frances Callan received a Ph.D. and M.S. (Education and Administration) from the University of California, Santa Barbara prior to her appointment to the University of Oregon as an Associate Professor in the College of Education, while also serving as the Executive Director of Northwest Women in Educational Administration; and

WHEREAS,
Mary Frances Callan served as Superintendent of Schools in several school districts before coming to Palo Alto, including Milpitas and Pleasanton, where she was responsible for leading the overall management of the district and carrying out the policies set by the school board; and

WHEREAS,
Mary Frances Callan was appointed Superintendent of the Palo Alto Unified School District in Palo Alto with a responsibility for a district serving 11,000 students in 12 K-5 elementary schools, three 6-8 middle schools, and two 9-12 high schools, a Middle College Program, a self-supporting Adult School, the Children’s Hospital School at the Lucile Packard Children’s Hospital at Stanford, a summer school, and a budget of 139 million dollars, while also carrying out the policies set by its five-member school board; and

WHEREAS,
Mary Frances Callan has conducted workshops, consulted with 30 educational agencies, presented over 300 addresses to service clubs, state legislatures and organizations, published professional papers and reports, been invited to several prestigious professional organizations, served in many community organizations, was appointed to the Santa Clara University Board of Regents in 2006 and was the winner of the Woman of Achievement in Education by the San Jose Mercury News;
